Localed on a 30 acre sile, the buildings house state-of-the-art
manufacturing facilities for wind and brass instruments, parts, cases, drums,
hardware and a variely of stands.

The wind and brass division produce two distinct product grades; a low
cosl line of products for the Chinese domestic market and higher quality
instruments for world export markets (as listed below).

A look back in time......

In the 1950"s KHS (Jupiter’s parent company) became Taiwan's first industrialised
manufacturer producing harmeonicas and brasswind instruments.

By the late 1970’s the company had evalved into a full scale wind and brass
instrument manufacturer and planning began for the production of a complete line
of upgraded instruments to be released under the Jupiter brand name.

Akter much preparation and investment into state of the art machinery, in 1980
Jupiter was formally launched onto the world market. Technical expertise was
provided by makers and musicians from Japan, Europe and the United States.

A Considerable amount of credit for Jupiter’s initial improvements was due to Shuichi
Tanaka [world renowned master Hutemaker of Altus) whe relocated from Japan and
lived for 10 years in the KHS head office residential compound in Taiwan.

Tanoka encouraged employees to learn how to play a musical instrument and
conducted regular practice sessions after work. He also introduced a number of
specialists from Japan to assist in the upgrading of instruments.

Tanake's remarkable fute knowledge, crafting skills and training of workers
resulted in Jupiter ond diMedici Flutes becoming world leaders in their class.

Today Jupiter enjoys worldwide success through constant research, testing,
modifying, and improving their instruments on recommendations from technical
specialists, engineers, musicians, and distributars in o tireless effort
fer continual improvement.
